In Christian Love: A Statement on the Lord’s Supper 

​  
Zion Evangelical Lutheran Church believes, teaches, and confesses that in the Sacrament 

of the Altar—also known as the Lord’s Supper, the Eucharist, and Communion—we receive the 
true body and true blood of Christ given to us under the bread and the wine for the forgiveness of 
our sins and for the strengthening of our union with Him and with one another. The Lord Jesus 
Christ invites sinners to His table, sinners who repent of their sins and trust His promises. Christ 
Himself makes sinners worthy of receiving His good gifts in this Sacrament. 
​  

In Christian love, we are compelled to share that Scripture does warn us that it is possible 
to receive this Sacrament unworthily! So, what does this mean for us? It all comes down to our 
Lord’s own Words when He instituted the Sacrament: “Take, eat; this is My body,” and, “This 
cup is the new covenant in My blood” (Matthew 26:26; 1 Corinthians 11:25). The Apostle Paul 
says that “anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and drinks 
judgment on himself” (see 1 Corinthians 11:27–32). This is especially true when we ignore, 
redefine, or disbelieve the words of Jesus, which we, as one body, confess to be true.  

 
Therefore, we ask, please, that those who are not yet instructed, who are in doubt, or who 

hold to a confession different from that of this congregation and of the Lutheran 
Church—Missouri Synod first speak with the Pastor. 
 
​ Even if you discern not to receive the Sacrament, we invite you to approach the altar rail 
and receive a blessing! Everyone who comes to our Church is a blessing to us, and we wish to 
bless you in return. Please simply cross your arms over your chest to receive the blessing from the 
Lord. Thank you, in Christian love.  
 

The Preparation of our hearts and minds: 
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The Lord Our God Saves Us in Love and Cares for Us by the Ministry of His Gospel 
 
The holy Triune God “shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners,” ungodly and at 
enmity with Him, “Christ died for us” (Rom. 5:8). The incarnate Son has justified us by His 
blood and reconciled us to His God and Father (Rom. 5:9–10). Whereas sin and death originated 
with Adam, forgiveness and life abound for all his children through “that one man Jesus Christ” 
(Rom. 5:12–17). As the Lord brought Israel out of Egypt, so does He bring us to Himself by the 
Gospel and make of us “a kingdom of priests and a holy nation” (Ex. 19:6) by our Baptism into 
Christ. For “all that the LORD has spoken” (Ex. 19:8), Christ has done for us. As He has gone up 
to God by His cross and resurrection, so does He bring us to the Father in Himself (Ex. 19:3–4). 
Nor does He leave us “harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd” (Matt. 9:36), but 
He sends men with authority “to heal every disease and every affliction” by His forgiveness of 
sins (Matt. 10:1). In their proclamation, “the kingdom of heaven is at hand” (Matt. 10:7).

37Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful, but 
the laborers are few; 38therefore pray earnestly to the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers 
into his harvest.” 
​ 1And he called to him his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits, to 
cast them out, and to heal every disease and every affliction. 2The names of the twelve 
apostles are these: first, Simon, who is called Peter, and Andrew his brother; James the son of 
Zebedee, and John his brother; 3Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and Matthew the tax 
collector; James the son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus; 4Simon the Cananaean, and Judas 
Iscariot, who betrayed him. 
​ 5These twelve Jesus sent out, instructing them, “Go nowhere among the Gentiles and enter 
no town of the Samaritans, 6but go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 7And 
proclaim as you go, saying, ‘The kingdom of heaven is at hand.’ 8Heal the sick, raise the 
dead, cleanse lepers, cast out demons. You received without paying; give without pay. 
9Acquire no gold nor silver nor copper for your belts, 10no bag for your journey, nor two 
tunics nor sandals nor a staff, for the laborer deserves his food. 11And whatever town or 
village you enter, find out who is worthy in it and stay there until you depart. 12As you enter 
the house, greet it. 13And if the house is worthy, let your peace come upon it, but if it is not 
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worthy, let your peace return to you. 14And if anyone will not receive you or listen to your 
words, shake off the dust from your feet when you leave that house or town. 15Truly, I say to 
you, it will be more bearable on the day of judgment for the land of Sodom and Gomorrah 
than for that town. 
​ 16“Behold, I am sending you out as sheep in the midst of wolves, so be wise as serpents and 
innocent as doves. 17Beware of men, for they will deliver you over to courts and flog you in 
their synagogues, 18and you will be dragged before governors and kings for my sake, to bear 
witness before them and the Gentiles. 19When they deliver you over, do not be anxious how 
you are to speak or what you are to say, for what you are to say will be given to you in that 
hour. 20For it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking through you.”
